Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the behaviors of the elderly during learning
and to describe their opinions towards the Multi-Media Package {MMP). Samples were 51 elderly
who were members of the Elderly Club of the Health Promotion for the elderly Project, Faculty of
Nursing, Chiang Mai University. The instruments used in this study were : 1) Muiti-Media Package
on Degenerative Joint Disease, 2) Demographic Data Interviewing Form, 3) Learning Activities
Observational Forms, 4) MMP Inquiry Opinion Form. Elderly learned about dégenerative joint
disease by using MMP and were observed by researcher and research assistants while fearning.
After finishing MMP learning elderly were interviewed regarding their opinions of MMP. Data
were categorized and presented descriptively through frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation. The results of this study indicated that :

1. Male elderly paid attention to learning activites, raised questions and helped each
other more than female elderly did. Uneducated elderly asked less questions than did the
educated ones. Due to occupation, the ones who had their own business asked less questions

than did the others. There were no differences in learning behaviors in elderly with different age.



Regarding cooperative behaviors and expression of interest, all elderly expressed their eagerness

to cooperate and their interest in the learning activities of the MMP.

2. Opinions of eiderly towards MMP were : learning by using MMP was very interesting,
easy to understand and were stimulating. Learning activities of MMP were arranged step by step.
Furthermore elderly could ask and interact with the instructor during learning. Pictures, video tapes
and demonstrations could help elderly to understand meore easily and could practice much better.
Most elderly liked every step of learning activities in MMP and were fully satisfied. Besides, by
using MMP the elderly showed less uneasiness to ask questions, to share their opinions, and to

perform the activities.
