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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the curriculum of the Mater's
Degree in Research and Stafistics in Education at Chiang Mai University. The
population of this study were 12 teaching staff of the Evaluation and Research in
Education Depariment, master degree candidates of the 1999 academic year, the
Samples used were 11 experts, 47 superiors of the master degree graduates, and 47 -
master degree graduates, making 131 in totality. The CIPP model used for coliecting
data consisted of questionnaires, surveys and focus group interviews. In collecting
data from the teaching staff master degree candidates and representatives of the
master degree graduates , the researcher collected them by herself, whereas maited
questionnaire was used for experts, master degree graduates and the superiors.
On data evaluation, the researcher followed the statistical process on the analyses of
frequency, percentages, arithmetic means, content analysis. The results were as
follows.

Context : The objectives of the curriculum in relevance to the current social
needs were transparent, and very practi;:al. The outline and content of the curriculum

were appropriate.



Input : Based on the qualification of the teaching staff, credrentials, academic
tittes and academic output on the responsibility of the Research and Statistics in
Education when compared with the criteria used to evaluate the graduate student
qualification, Chiang Mai University. It was ranked at B, a high level, while the
academic output of the teaching staff during the period of three years was ranked at
the tevel of A. The real work load of the teaching staff was above the criteria. The
qualification of the pre-graduate students met the criteria and was relevant to the
existing criteria of the enrollment qualification for studying in the Research and
Statistics in Education Department. Thga resource of implementation found was
- sufficient, qualified and expedient.

Process : Based on administration, the teaching staff profoundly understood
the philosophy and objectives of the curriculum. The curriculum outline was
appropriate. The role of the advisers was practically lower than the students'
expectation, while the actual role of the research supervisor committee met the
expectation of the post graduates and the graduate students. When compared with
the standard academic qualification criteria of the graduate studies, Chiang Mai
University was rahked at the B level in the thesis e_valuation process, while the actual
implementation of the committee on thesis evaluation, administration, measurement
and evaluation was judged as practically appropriate according to the set criteria.

Product : Based on the standard qualification criteria of the graduate studies,
the number of the qualified postgraduates of Chiang Mai University was ranked at the
E level (the studying duration being 1.5 years above the criteria), while the ability on
general work responsibilities, statistics and researches on education was in a good
level and satisfied the superiors.

The side effects of the curriculum conceming those involved either directly of

indirectly were mostly positive rather than negative.
