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Abstract

This study aimed at investigating moral behavior of Prathom Suksa 4 students
in Doi Taé District, Chiang Mai Province. The population studied included 116 students
from Ban Aen school cluster, Doi Tao District, Chiang Mai. Questionnaires concerning
6 aspects of students’ moral behavior including 44 items were used for collecting data
which were then analyzed by computing frequencies, percentages, means, and standard
deviations and presented through tables and description.

The finding revealed that all 6 aspects of moral behavior of students namely;
need of learning, industry, thriftiness, honesty, discipline, and punctuality were at the
moderate level, except for the punctuality aspect which was found at the high level. The
first and the last order of items in each aspect were found as the following:

As for the need of learning, the first item was preparing books and materials
ready before class, while the last item turned to being bold to speak and ask questions in
the meeting discussion.

Regarding the industry aspect, the first item found was using all free time

worthily, while the last was always achieved what was intended.




As regard the thriftiness, the first item was that when noticing the electric light
turned on or the water flowing from the faucets left unattended they would turm them off,
while the last item was repairing and reusing the things broken or out of order.

As for the honesty aspect, the first item in the rank was that they never took a
look at their friends’ test papers when they could not do their own, while the last item
was feeling ashamed to commit wrong doings even if no one presented.

Regarding the discipline aspect, thé first item was standing in line paying
respect to the national flag and the last item was never breaking the school’s rules in
wearing the schoo! uniform.

Regarding the punctuality aspect, the first item was always going home on

time and the last item was frequently failed to keep an appointment with their friends.
