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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the intention and supports of fathers

concerning breast-feeding and to study the relationship between attitudes toward self-acting and

expectations of society concerning the fathers support of breast-feeding.

The study was

comprised of 129 fathers who had babies that were born at Maternal and Child Hospital during

the months of July and August, 2001. A rating-scaled questionnaire was used as a tool to analyze

collected data through the application of percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s Product

Moment Correlations and description
The results were as follows:
1. Fathers had intention in supporting breast-feeding at a high level

2. Fathers supported breast-feeding at high level

3. The attitude toward self-acting in supporting breast-feeding was significantly related

to intention of self-acting in supporting breast-feeding at the level of .05

4, The expectations of society was significantly related to intention supporting breast-

feeding at level of .05

5. The support of fathers was significantly related to intention in supporting breast-

feeding at level of .05
