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ABSTRACT

The research was to study problem and adjustment of first year students at the Faculty of
Agriculture, Chiang Mai University. The population was the first year students at the Faculty who
were enrolled in second semester of 2001 academic year from which a sample of 191 subjects
were drawn with 95% level of reliability. The instrument included 2 questionnaires, which asked
about problem and adjustment in academic, family, relationship with teacher, relationship with
friends, personality, and financial aspects and sexual adjustment. The instrumnents had 0.86
reliability coefficients. Statistics used included frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.

It was found tﬁat students had problems concerning academic matters at moderate level.
Problems in other aspects was at mild level. Regarding adjustment, students could gradually
adjust themselves. They made themselves joyful when were among friends, paid respect to friend
of opposite gender, respected and obeyed the teachers’ order, did what suggested by the parents,
happy and joyful in partiéipating in the activities, spent money economically, and satisfied with

the major they were studying.
