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Abstract

This descriptive research was to study children language development and its
related factors employing the case of a two - years old giri residing in Chiang Rai
covering the period of four months. The instrument used included a language
development general and specific observation forms, tape recorder, and video - tape
recorder. The researcher collected the data herself and analyzed in terms of frequency
distribution, percentage, and theme analysis. It was found that the child uttered |
561 words most of which were noun. The child used part of word which was short and
specific to communicate with general listeners. The child also used phrases and
statements imitating model and linked them to her everyday life experience,
home activities, extra-learning activities, everyday routine activities, training and fouring,
and piaying. The child understood and was able to use yes-no questions more than
why questions. She also utilized gestures such as movement of hands, ams, legs, face,
mouth, body action, and walking. The related factors was intelligence,

family relationship, environments facilitating language development, and mother’s roles.
