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Abstract

This study was to investigate aﬁd compare the expectation concerning guidance
teachers” roles of students in Pa Ngiu Wittaya School, Wiang Pa Pao District, Chiang Rai
Province who differed in gender, and school level. The sample of 140 subjects was drawn from
the students who were enrolled in second semester of 2002 academic year. The instrument used
was a rating scale whose reliability using Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient was 0.82. The collected
data were analyzed in terms of frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation,

t — test and analysis of variance test.

The findings are as follows:

(1) Students’ expectation of guidance teachers was at high level in educational
occupational, personal and social aspects.

(2) Maleland female students did not differ in their expectation.

(3) Mathayom Suksa 1 and 2 students differed in their expectation of guidance teachers’
roles with guidance teachers’ roles in their .05 level of significance while those of Mathayom

Suksa 2 and 3 differed in their expectation at .01 level of statistical significance.
