ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study international students’ speaking ability and
to compare their Thai culiure knowledgc before and after being taught through the Adjunct Model
Instruction. The target group comprised 12 Grade 8-9 students who took the Thai Studies course
in the fourth semester of the academic year 2002 at Prem Tinsulanonda International School,
Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province. The Thai culture knowledge test was administered before
the experiment. Then the target group was taught through the Adjunct Model Instruction.
The speaking ability was assessed at the end of each lesson plan and the Thai culture knowledge
test was administered again after the implementation of all the lesson plans. The data obtained
were analyzed by using mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The students” speaking ability after being taught through the Adjunct Model
Instruction passed the pre-set criterion of 60 percent.

2. The students” Thai culture knowledge was higher after being taught through the

Adjunct Model Instruction,
