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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the students’ English speaking ability
and their motivation during participating in English experiential learning. The target group was 48
Mathayom Suksa 3/1 students, enrolled in Fundamental English (E 23102) in the second semester
of the academic year 2011 at Sawananan Wittaya School, Amphoe Sawankalok, Sukhothai.
The research instruments were 5 lesson plans using English experiential learning, a speaking
ability assessment and a motivation analysis form. The data obtained were analyzed for mean,
standard deviation and percentage.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The English speaking ability of students during participating in English experiential
learning met the passing criteria (50%), and most of them (56.25%) were at a good level.

2. Students were motivated (intrinsic motivation and extrinsic motivation) during
participating in English experiential learning, especially, at the data collecting and oral

presentation stages.
