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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to investigate the English listening-speaking abilities of
ethnic group students during learning through multisensory activities and to survey their opinions
about teaching and learning English. The target group was 42 ethnic group students of Mathayom
Suksa 1/4 enrolled in English course (Eng.21102) at Suksasongkroh Chiang Mai School, Mae Rim
District, Chiang Mai Province, during the second semester of the academic year 2011. The research
instruments consisted of 8 lesson plans, 4 listening-speaking tests and a questionnaire on the students’
opinions about teaching and learning English. The data obtained were analyzed for mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The ethnic group students’ listening and speaking abilities were at an average
level and met the pre-set criteria of 60% after learning through multisensory activities.

2. The ethnic group students had positive opinions about teaching and learning

English at the highest level after learning through multisensory activities.
