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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to construct moral behavior
observational forms on nursing care for nursing and midwifery
students, to determine the quality of the observational forms, and to
construct the observational form marwal. The samples for determining
the moral behaviors were 8 instructors, 60 students in the upper
northern region nursing colleges, and 34 nurses from the hospitals
where students had their training. 420 students in the same nursing
colleges were used as the samples for the observational forms try-out.
The process in constructing the observational forms started with
analyzing oral medicine administration, bed bathing, recording vital
signs and muscle injection. The results of analysis were judged for
their validity by experts. Moral behaviors were then set according to
steps of nursing care. Indicators and expression of the moral

behaviors were identified and tested for construct wvalidity. Finally




the ‘observational forms were written and given to the students to
determine wvalidity and reliability of the instruments. The findings
were as follows. -

1. Four moral behavior observational forms on nursing care for
nursing and midwifery students were carefully constructed.

1.1 The oral medicine administration observational form
included behaviors related to responsibility, carefulness, human
relationship and tidiness.

1.2 The bed bathing observational form included behaviors
related to responsibility, carefulness, human relationship, tidiness
and kindness.

1.3 The recording vital signs observational form included
behaviors related to regponsibility, carefulness, human relationship
and tidiness.

1.4 The muscle injection observational form included
behaviors related to responsibility, éar‘ef‘ulness, human relationship,
tidiness and kindness.

2. (uality of the instrument
" 2.1 Construct validity of the forms ranged from moderate
to high.

2.2 Concurrent validity tested by known group technique was
statistically significant at .001 level.

2.3 The reliability of the observational forms ranged from

3. The observational form manual included objectives, formats,
method, quality of the instruments, implementation and score interpre-

tation.
