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Abstract

This study was aimed at examining primary school administrators
'knowledge and attitude toward plénning as well as their relationship.
The study population comprised 68 administrators under the Office of
Mae Taeng District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. Data
collecting instruments were a planning knowledge test and an attitude
test

Findings were as follows :

The administrators were found to have a fair level of
planning knowledge based on the Office of National Primary Education
5-level criterion. The attitudinal test revealed that their attitudes
toward planning were found to be at a high level. and knowledge and

attitude factors were found to be correlated at middle level.
