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Abstract

of this study were to find out how tha secondary

schools in Nakorn Ratchasima province, once approved and marked as

being the best in term of implementing the curriculum and were awarded

the first prize under the approval issues by His Majesty the King,

and to find out what methods and approaches that the teachers in

different departments in those six different schools deliverad their

instructions. The informants were academic assisstants to the school

directors and the teachers. The collecting of data was under taken

through interviews.

The analysis of the data was through what so called

"data-descriptive analysis." The presentation of the results was

displayed in a descriptive type.

The study revealed that the large-sized schools provided the

students the study-programmes on th= elective courses depending on the

students’ interest and while the medium-sized schools and small-sized,




the first priority waé given to the readiness of schools? facilities.
For free elective courses, the large-sized and the medium-sized schools,
the first choice was given to students’ interest while the small-sized
schools was depended on the students® interest and the local needs. All
schools assigned the teachers to teach according to their field of
specialization. The programmes for trainings, seminars and workshops
were set up to serve the teachers’ needs. The provision of schools?
facilities such as teaching aids, text books, library services, guidance
services, audio visual services and extra-curriculum activities were
planned and set up according to the students’ interest and the
readiness of the teachers and of the schools.

Approaches in deliﬁering instructions, the Science Departments
in the large-sized and medium-sized schools used the scientific method
while the-small-sized schools preferred the problem solving approach.
The Departments of Mathematics, the large-sized and the mediun-sized
schools mostly supplied lecture-type in delivering their instructions
while the small-sized schools stayed on the problem-solving method.
The Thai Departments, the large-sized and the medium-sized schools used
lecture-type but. the small-sized schools used group work techniques.
The Departments of Foreign Languages, all schools preferred lecture-type.
The Departments of Social Science, the large-sized and medium-sized
schools used lecture-type but the small-sized schools used work sheets.
The Departments of Physical Education, the large-sized and the medium-

sized schools supplied demonstrate type while the small-sized schools




stayed on more practical sides. The Departments of Arts, the large-
siéed and thz small-sized schools used the lecturé—type while the
teachers in the medium-sized schools loved demonstrations. The Departments
of Agriculturs, the large-sized and the medium-sized schools used lecture-
type while the teachers in the small-sized schools supplied the concept
