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Abstract

This study investigated current performance and needs for
educational planning of schools under Chiang Mai Catholic Mission
during the 1995 academic year. The population comprised 79 school
administrators and assistant administrators from the mentioned schools
above. Instrument used in this study was a rating scale questionnaire.
The returned usable responses to the questionnaire was 77 (97.47%).
Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through the applications
of percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that performance for educational
planning conditions found at the "high" level were pre-plan stage,
planning stage and operation stage whereas plan adjustment and
evaluation stages were at the "moderate" level. Moreover, most
respondents agreed at the high level for needs of school planning. The
specific need was to provide seminars and trainings both in theories
and activities for those who were responsible for school planning.

The expert consultant team was also in need of school planning.
