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Abstract

The purposes of this resarch were to experiment on and develop
the ideas of the people’s participation in local development planning
as well as to study the conditions and the limitations arising in the
process. This study also tried to explore the roles of community
organization and mechanism related to the planning process. The
research was a combination of research and practicum involving the
researchers, the community developers and the wvillagers. The
community assessment was that of the people participatior type. The
target population was taken from various groups connected with such

activities as savings plan for production, sewing, mushroom




cultivation as well as those who did not participate in the
activities. The data was collected by means of observation and
interview before it was classified, interpreted and analytically
sumnarized. The findings were as follows =

1. The preocess of participatory planning for local development
consisted of 5 steps, namely identifyiﬁg the problems, analyzing them,
setting up the plan, conducting the activities and evaluation. The
people who gob involved in every step of the process were ahle to
learn about the process of local development according to the nature
of the problems and their own needs.

2. The process of people participatory planning in which the
community was able to make dicision and take control was feasible and
was likely %o be used for the process of local development by the
particular community in order to increase the potential of the
community to solve thier own problems.

3. The significant conditions affecting the people’s
participation in development plan were the opportunity and the power
of the commﬁnity members to set up the directions for the development
and for solving the problems by themseles.

4. The limitations that affected the people’s participation in
development planning were the lack of support and encouragement from
the development expers who truly understcod and coﬁcept of community
participatory work in which the members of a particular community had

the authority to make decisions and to oversee the development process

by themselves.
