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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: to determine relationships and
compare the evaluation results of the moral behavior in Discipline
and Punctuality of Prathom Suksa 6 Students between the using of
the rating scale by the researcher and other six forms which were:
student.’s self-evaluation using the situation form, the pair comparison
form, the short statement of +trend behavior form and the other
evaluators whom were the classmates using by the sociometry form, the
closed friends using the check list form and the teachers using the
rating scale form. Where 9 teachers and 222 students in Prathom 6
Primary School in Ampher Maerim, Chaing Mai, were the sample of this
research. The average scores, standard deviation, Pearson Product
Moment correlations and t-test were analyzed by using SPSS/PC+ prograim.

The results were found as followed.



The relationships of the moral behaviors as evaluated by the
researcher’s rating scales and the six forms were positively correlated
at the .001 significant level. The comparison of the moral behavior as
evaluated by researcher’s rating scale and student’s self-evaluation
using short statement of trend behavior, closed friends using check list
and the teachers using the rating scales were no significant differences
at the level of .05. While the rest received the significant differences

at level ofl.001.
