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Abstract

The aims of this research study were firstly to develop the process
of +teaching news, events and public holidays for hill-tribe studentss
secondly to compare the concept of critical thinking and their interest in
news, events and public holidays after they learned by the developed process
and those who learned by ths ordinary lesson plan; and thirdly to study the
behaviors of learning news, events and public holidays of thoss who learned
by the developed process. The samples were 40 students of Prathom Suksa 3
of Ban Tung Loy School, Om Koi District, Chiang Mai Province, in the first
semester of 1995. There were two classes of 20 students each. One class
was the controlled group and the other was experiment group.

The ressarch instruments congisted of 7 Lesson Plans of 40 periods.
There were also 30 test items about concept and critical thinking of news,
events and public holidays. Besides the beha?ior observation forms were

usad to collect data for eight wesks. All the data were analysed by T-Test.



The major findings of this research study were as follows:

The process of teaching hill-tribe students about news, events and
puklic holidays started from sebting ingtructicnal objectives, motivated
students to be ready for group devjdiné, collected newis and mads note books,
listenad, read and presented the news. The teaching method dealt with group
dynamics according to the lesson plan which contained an  introduction,
teaching, concluding and implementing and evaluating For the teaching
method of news and events were searching, selecting, presenting, analysing
and concluding the neus.

The hill-tribe students who learnsd by the developed process
performad better conceptual and critical thinking than those who learned by
the ordinary plan at the .01 level of significance.

The hill tribe students who learned by the developed process had
highest performances in selecting and analysing news. They were good at
presenting, searching and concluding the news. The most Interesting
activities which the hill-tribe students did on public holidays were
participating in school activities, presenting their work and also working

on activities in groups.
