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Abstract

This research was aimed to investigate knowledge, attitude,
and behaviors concerning democracy of Prathom Suksa 6 students, and to
finrd out. the correlation between these variables. Two hundred and
thirteen students from the schools in Phop Phra District were
stratified random sampled as the subjects of this study. The research
instruments including the test for knowledge concerning democracy
principles, a questionnaire concerning attitudes and behaviors involving
democracy of those students were applied during the second senester of
the 1995 academic year. The collected data were then analyzed by
comput.ing percentages, mean, standard deviation, and correlations for

those specified variables throush the SPSS/pC micro~computer program.



The major findings were as follows:
1. Knowledge concerning democracy principles.

As a whole, students gained 61.31 percents of knowledge
concerning democracy. Considering 5 aspects of democracy, students
respectively displayed gained knowledge namely; Fraternity (75.12%),
Equality (74.41%), Rationality (56.71%), Liberty (53.76%), and
Majority Rule (46.71%).

2. Studénﬁs' Democratic Attitudes.

Students expressed more agreeable for all aspects of
democracy (2.87). Their atﬂitudes towards each aspect of democracy
was more agreeable as respectively shoWn; Equality (2.98), Fraternity
(2.93), Liberty (2.91), Rationality (2.88), and Majority Rule (2.87)

3. - Students’ Democratic Behaviors. |

Students performed democratic behavior activities at
high level in all a spects (3.02). Considering each aspect, the level
of the behaviors were at high level as respectively shown; Liberty
(3.37), Equality (3.11), Rationality (3.07), Fraternity (2.96), and
Majority Rule (2.61)

4. Correlations between those variables .

The correlations between knowledge, attitude, and hehaviors

concerning democracy of students were found highly correlated at the..Ol

level of significance.
