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Abstract

This study was designed to develop and implement Life Experiences
Area instructional plans on the topic of Narcotics Drugs for Prathom
Suksa 4 Students. It also conducted a comparison of test scores
obtained by those students who learned the lesson with a teacher who
relied on a regular teacher manual and those with another teacher
using such instructional plans. Moreover, pre-and post-test scores of
those students in the latter group were compared and their opinions
about narcotics were sought and analyzed. The population comprised
40 Prathom Suksa 4 Students of Ban Pong School, Mae Sai District
Office of Primary Education, Chiang Rai Province who enrolled during

the first semester of the 1996 academic year. Research instruments



included 10 instructional plans on narcotics drugs, a 50~ item test
about the narcotics drugs and a 30- item opinionaire questionaire.
Statistics used included average, standard deviation and frequency.
Findings were then descriptively presented.

Findings were as follows:

1. Ten instructional plans, 3 periocds eaéh were developed based
on the principles of systematic design instruction.

2. Average test scores of those students who learned through
those plans were higher than those who learned from teacher using a
regular teacher manual.

3. Students undergoing teaching plans-based instruction scored
higher in the post-test (dompared to pre-test scores).

4. As regards student opinions, it was found that they felt
cigarettes, alcohol and other narcotics substances were not necessary
for them in socializing and getting more acquainted with friends.

They also thought that narcotics were a major cause of social problems
and addicts were those who were psychologically weak and pitiful.
Narcotics was easy to become addicted and harmful effect on nervous
and deteriorate brain that is volatile. They not only thought that
students should have some knowledge about narcotics but also should
not directly experience any of them. Those who felt prey to them were
usually lighthearted, not self-confident and easily believed in
others. The best antidote was correct knowledge about.narcotics and

related organization should be involved in preventing and remedying



narcotics problems in schools. They reported that cigarettes and
alcohol were narcotics substances most used by members of their
families. They felt sorry if their beloved ones were hooked on
narcotics. If they themselves were addicted, they would consult
their parents believing that they could help them quit. Or they would
seek hospital treatment. They also felt post-addiction mental
rehabilitation was necessary for restoring addicts’ mental strength.
Finally, they said they would absolutely stay away from all narcotics

substances.
