2. The quility of MEQ test
2.1 Content validity ;The study had a high degree by the experts in
both of the subjects .
2.2 Concurrent Validity ;The study were analised by Pearson Product
Moment and valued at 05113, 0.2190, 0.4330 and 0.1300 the degree of
test items were statistically significant on the level of .01
2.3 Difficulty ; The study were analised by K.R 21 and value at
0.65, 0.55, 0.68 upz 0.51 AwWdAY
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24 Discrimination ; The atudy were analised by KR 21 and value

at 0.66, 0.36, 0.54 UAY 030 MWANY
3. The comparison of MEQ test between theory model and practice model
were found have non sicnificant on difficulty and reliability but found have
statisticaly sicnificant on Discrimination in basic of statistic at the level of

.05 and in basic of evaluation at the level of .01

found non sichificant on difficulty and reliability but found have statisticaly
sicnificant on Discrimination in basic of statistic at the level of .01 and in
