Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to study the
situations, the problems and the needs in Buddhisn instrugtion in
lower secondary schools in Muangpan District, Lampang Province.
Questionnaires were used to collect data from teachefs, students and
their parents. The data were analyzed by percentage, means and
standard deviation. ‘ The figures and description were used for
presentation. The results were as follows :

1. All schools provided 6 free elective Buddhism courses in
each semester. Most teachers used self-made lesson plan based on
objectives. Most teachers usually used lecture technique in teaching.
Students were not allowed to practice or participate in the
activities. The regular instructional media were course ook and
pictures which were not interested. The criterion evaluation were

used both during the course and after the course.




2. Problems in Buddhism instruction were : shortage of
instructional media, academic resources, diverse teaching techniques,
and insufficiency of space for special classes and budgets.

Students and parents needed schools +to improve the
following aspects : instructional media development, practice-based
assessment, and field education. They also needed teachers to be
