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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the management and
the opinion of the in-service personnel toward school health promotion
program in secondary schools in Chiang Mai. The samples were 168 in-
service school personnel and 280 the students’ parents. The
instruments used to this research included the researcher-constructed
questionaire. The data was then analyzed by using the data analysis
SPSS/PCH .

The findings were as follows :

1. The management and organization of the health promotion
program in secondary schools.

1.1 The overall result in the mangement and organization of
the health promotion program in secondary schools was in average which
could be devided into 6 parts : the buildings and classrooms, using
and drinking water, lavotory, dispose of rubbish, environment and

conservation compaign.




1.2 The management of health promotion program in school
was found to be average. However, the results included the nutrition
program was low; the health examination, health guidance and
infectious disease protection were on average; the health record was
average to high; while the management of first-aid room is high.

1.3 The results of the management of teaching health service
in secorndary schools was high. For the principle, idea and activities
in teaching health sciens, the result was high. |

1.4 In building the relationship among household, school
and community, it was found that there was a school encouragement in
taking care of the children’s health; the health-related data was
informed at the parent-teacher meeting; there was the promotion of the
students’ role in health development in communities, and so on.

2. The opinion of in-service persomrel toward.health promotion
program in Secondary schools. It was agreed that health promotion
program should be included in school year’s planning. The personnel
should be informed about the policy of health promotion program; the
students’ parent realized the importance of the management and
organization of health promotion program; and so on. However, there
were sore disagreements as folows : the program publica_tion was lack
of information and this program was responsible by public health

workers and health-science teachers.
