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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the learning Achievement and to
Compared achievement of Mathayom Suksa 2 students learning Family Economics through
Process Skills Emphaseé from the pretest and posttest scores. The research samples
consisted of 46 Mathayom Suksa 2 students who were studying in the first semester of
1997 academic yesr at Nawamintrachutit Payap School .Chiang Mai Province. The research
instruments consisted of ; 1) four iesson plans using Process Skills Emphases for sixteen
periods 2) four achievement pretests and posttests. The data were analyzed by using
percentage, means, standard deviations, interval estimation mean and paired t- test.

Research findings' were as follows :

1. The achievement through Process Skills was good - very good,

2. The achievement score from posttest révealed significant higher score than

those of pretest at .01 level.
