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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study self-analysis capability and to
investigate the opinions of Mathayom Suksa 1 students learning ethics through the formal
steps of the noble truth method. The subjects were 32 Mathayom Suksa 1 students taking
the ethics course at Wangchinwittaya school, Wangchin District, Phrae Province, in the frist
semester of the academic year 1997.

The instruments used in the research were. 7 plans of the formal steps of noble
truth method lesson a self-analysis test of 40 items of which reliability was at 0.923, and
a questionnaire of 24 items asking opinions about learning through the formal steps of
noble truth method. Its reliability was at 0.89. Statistics used in data analysis included
mean, standard deviation, t-test and interval estimation mean.

Research findings were as follows:

1. The scores of the pre-test and post-test on the self-analysis capability of
Mathayom Suksa 1 students learning ethics through the formal steps of the noble truth
method were different at .01 level. Their scores of the post-test were higher than those of
the pre-test.  The mean of the self-analysis capability scores was at a very good level.

2. The opinions of students about learning through the formal steps of the noble

truth were at a good level.
