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Abstract

This thesis was set out to examine general narcotic prevention situations and activities in
secondary schools in Educational Region 6. At the same time, it offered recommendations for
improving such activities and relevant administrative  work. A rating scale and open-ended
questionnaire was used to cbllect data from 457 school administrators, assistant administrators,
counseling and other teache;s. Data aqalysis was subsequently done using percentage.

Fingings were as follows: Cigareties were found to be the most used narcotic.
School committees, specifically formed, comprising school administrators and teachers as well as
members of Parent-Teacher Associations,  were in charge of narcotic addiction prevetion work.
The most often organized activities were inviting outside experts and resource persons to educate
students and putting up exhibition and supervision boards and bulletins for student viewing.
As regards recommendations for future prevention work it was found that such multiparty
committees were still prefered. Prevention activities should be intergrated into every subject taught;

resource persons invited more often ; school environment cesigned in such a way it is conducive to

prevention efforts ;  moral and ethical development as well as recreational promotion activities.
