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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to (1) survey students’ educational, vocational,
personal and social problems; (2) to analyze the problems in terms of students’ gender,
schooling level, school size, and socio-economic status of the parents, and ; {(8) to develop a
guideline for the provision of the needed guidance service.

The study samples comprised 690 lower secondary school students enrolled during
the .second semester of the 1997 educational year. Questionnaire was developed and
administered to collect the students’ data which were then analyzed in terms of means and
standard—-deviation.

The findings were as follows :

1) As far as the problems were classified into 5 levels, namely most serious, serious,
moderate, less serious, and the least, most students’ problems fell on the categeries of
moderate and less serious.

2) When other variables are concerned, most ranking of the problems did not change.
