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Abstract

The purposese of this study were 1) to construct mathematics lesson plans
based on Gagné‘s learning task analysis about equation and inequality for Mathayom
Suksa 2 students; 2) to study teachers’ comments on the lesson plans and the students’
opinions about the use of these lesson plans; 3) to investigate the students’ achievement
taught through these iesson plans.

Fopulation were 3 mathematics teachers and 4338 Mathayom Suksa 2 students of
Sarapee Pitayakom School. The research instruments were 1) the mathematics lesson
plans based on Gagné’s learning task analysis about equation and inequality; 2) behavioral
observation form for teachers and students; 3) a questionnaire on students' opinions about
the use of these lesson plans; 4) teachers’ interview form which was used after lesson
plans were used; 5) equation and inequality achievement test.

The researcher observed the teachers’ and students’ behavior 4 times for each
class. After the instruction, the students answered the questionnaires and equation and

inequality achievement test and the teachers were interviewed.



The resulits, of the study were as follows:

1. The contents and skills were analyzed in clear hierarchy which helped- write
objectives, set the periods and plan learning activities easily.

2. When the teachers implemented these lesson plans, they found the basic
knowledge was emphasized. The contents and skills were clearly analyzed which helped
cover the contents. The middle and low ability students in every class were interested in
learning and paid attention in every lesson.

3. Teacher followed the activities planned in every lesson. They were
enthusiastic in teaching and organized activities continuously, on time. They provided the
students opportunities to participate in the learning activities. They answered the questions
correctly and clearly.

4. Majority of students, especially middie and low ability gtudents, coperated the
learning activities, paid attention, were enthusiatic in learning and understood the lessons
easily. They paid attention in doing exercises by themselves and were enthusiastic to
correct errors. The classrooms were enjoyable and interesting. |

5. 80.64 percent of students passed 50 percent of the test criteria.
