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Abstract

The purpose of this research was aimed to investigate the
reading comprehension achievement of Mathayom Suksa 2 students “taught
through the KWL - Plus Approach compared with the students  taught
through the normal approach

The subjects were 70 Mathayom Suksa 2 students from Hophra
School, Chiang Mai in the first semester of acadanic' year 1998. They
were divided into the experimental group and the control group. Each
group had 35 s.tu:lents. The experimental group was taught through the
K. — Plus Approach, whereas the control group wes taught through the
normal sapproach. Each group was taught with the same contents. The
Rardlomized Control Group Pretest—Posttest Design was used in the
experiment. Eight lesson plans were used and each plan consisted of 2
periods of 50 minutes each.

The pretest and posttest reading achievement were administered

to both groups. The t-test was statistically used for data analysis.



The results were as fllows :

1. The reading comprehension achievement of students after
taught through the KWL - Plus Approach was higher than that before
taught through the KWL - Plus Approach st the .001 level of
significance. |

2. The reading comprehension achievement of students taught
through the KWL-Plus Approach wes higher than those taught through the

normal epproach at the .001 level of significance.
