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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the family structure and function,
health promoting behaviors, and the relationship between those variables of Upper
Secondary School Students, Muang Chiang Mai District. The sample consisted of 392
students were from Mathayom Suksa 4, 5, and 6 under the jurisdiction of the Department of
General Education 2 schools and fhe Chiang Mai Private Education Committee Office 3
schools during the 1998 academic year. The sample were selected through a Multi-Stage
random sampling. Data were collected by the used of questionnaire and were analyzed by
mean of the SPSS for Windows to obtain the frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and t-test.

The results of the study showed that:

1. Family structure and function as well as health promoting behaviors of upper
secondary school students, Muang Chiang Mai District were ata good level.

2. There was positive significant correlation between the family structure and

function and health promoting behaviors at the 0.001 level.
