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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the roles of guidance teachers as
expected by students in Ko Kha Districts, Lampang Province. The sample consisted of
128 students: 36 from Nakeaw Pracharat School, 25 from Wangprao Wittaya School,

17 from Sop Tam Wittaya School (Pang Pakdee Uppatum), 20 from Wat Nakaew
School, and 30 from Wittaya School. The results of the study were as follows:

1. Regarding educational guidance service students wanted the teachers to
survey needs for educational and scholarships (X = 4.23), resources from the libraries
(i = 4.11), advices for graduating students (i = 4.25), advices for choosing
school to continie (X = 4.36), and advices for continuing education such as
application and study expenses.

2. Concerning personal and social guidance services, needed help in preparation
for examinations (X = 4.08), information concerning drugs (5(— = 4.25), personality
impfovemem (i = 3.99), health care (i = 3.87), choosing friends (5(- = 4.01),
and spending their free time (X = 3.850).



3. In regard to occupational guidance services, students wanted the-teachers to

survey the need for advices concerning occupations (i = 3.86), trips to see
occupations in different work places firms (.3(- = 3.83), plans for future living and
selecting occupations (i = 3.83) and special work during semester  breaks

(X = 4.03) of significance.
