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Abstract

This study sought parents’ and students’ opinions regarding
issues related to student disciplinary affairs work of Ngummuengwitta-
yakom School, Phayao Province. Altogether, 210 parents and 210
students during the 1998 scademic year were chosen to serve as a study
sample. Questionnaire constructed by the investigator was used in
collecting the data. The collected data were then analyzed through
application of percentage.

Findings were as follows:

‘Both parents and students were of the opinion  that
representatives of parents, teachers and students should participate
in the making of school rules and regulations; such rules and
regulations should be clearly conveyed to every parent and student;
student manuals containing school rules and regulations should be made



available to every parent and stucleﬁts; student disciplinary affairs
should be handled by a committee; students should be allowed
opportunities to express their opinions regarding activities in
support  of school student disciplinary affairs work; students should
be accorded opportunities to defend themselves; penalties should be
fair and impartial; physical forms of punishment should be replaced
by, for example, physical work; classroom teschers should pay more and
closer attention to their students if student undesirsble behaviors
were to be prevented and avoided. Moreover, both parents and students

did not agree with punishment based on teacher emotions and rage.
