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Abstract

This study aimed to determine factors affecting health-promoting behaviors of
diabetes. These factors were Interpefsonal Influences. The population sample consisted
of 190 diabetes patients who attended at the Diabetes Clinics at Denchai Crown Prince
Hospital. Data were collected by using personal questionnaire, health-promoting behaviors
questionnaire and Interpersonal Influences. Data were analyzed in percentage, means,
standard deviation, Pearson's Product Moment Correlation

The result of this study demonstrated that overall health-promoting behaviors
of diabetes was at good level.

The result of analysis showed that the variance of the Interpersonal !nﬂuehce

was accounted for significant of health-promoting behaviors
