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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study State and Problems of Using
Computers for instructional Management in Primary Schocls under the Office of
Chiang-Mai Provincial Primary Education.

The samples consisted of 100 administrators,100 teachers who respensible
the computer room and 100 teachers of the school which were currently using
computer in the same school. The instrument used in collecting the data was
checklist and rating scale type questionnair. The data were analyzed by computing
frequencies, percentages, arithmetic means and standard deviations of the scores.

The findings indicated that most of the school administrators, the teachers
who responsible for the computer room and the teachers have knowledge in
computer by learning from their friends.

The state of using computers for instructional management as a whole was
found to use most in active instructional management. Nexts were the productive
instructional media, instructional planning, and instructional measurement and

evaluation, respectively,



The most problem of using computer for instructional management was
keeping and controlling.  Nexts were evaluation, supportive using, and planning to

use. The least problem was the way of using the computer.
