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Abstract

This study probed issues related to in—school narcotic prevention
efforts of Department of General Education schools in Lamphun Province.
It sought to do so by surveying, via é relevant questionnaire, the
opinions of a sample of 237 school administrators and teachers. In
the process frequency and percentage were used to analyze obtained
data. Following is a sumarized report of the study.

Most schools did survey students’ use of addictive substances/
drugs. Cigarettes were found to have been most widespread among
students who brought with them to smoke in school toilets. Many smoked
at home. Alarmingly, schools were reported to be places where addicitve
- drugs/substances were bought and sold. ’

However, schools did join hands with other outside agencies in
narcotic prevention efforts/activities, continuously supervising and

monitoring such activities. At the same time, according to obtained



responses, most teachers were aware of narcotic prevention policy in
their schools through various meetings/seminafs and training programs.

Printed materials and brochures on addictive drugs/substances
were prepared for teachers’ classroom use and distributed to students
and their parents. In schools bulletin boards were the most popular
means  to disseminate relevant information to students for  their own
study as well as for their classroom reports. Narcotic prevention
methods and general knowledge were made part of teachers’ classroom
instruction. Training was occasionally conducted for students leaders
and teachers direct";ly responsible for narcotic pr‘evehtion work
accorded moral support and appropriate fringe benefits. Schools
undertook necessary measures to make their physical environment more
pleasant and safe for students as well as provided adequate sports
facilities. Teachers were assigned to regularly patrol schools’
hidden and secluded spots. A variety of narcotic prevention campaigns
were organized using a variety of media and means and supported by
narcotic prevention experts from cutside organizations.

Moreover, profiles on individual students and a  proper
information system on the topic were established with the information
constantly updated. Comittees were formed to prepare research
projects and continuous evaluation reports. Students found addicted
to narcotic drugs/substances were sent for treatment in state hospitale

and subsequently allowed to return to continue their schooling.



On the other hand, narcotic prevention problems most often
encountered centered around campaigning activities, particularly their
quality; instructional media production; research and evaluation as
well as the application of evaluation results in solving addiction
problems; budgeting; and the information system estsblishment and

development.
