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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate of Mathayom Suksa 6 hilltribe students’
interest and factors effecting students’ motivation toward vocational tracks in schools under the
Special Education Division in northern region,

The population of this study were 127 Mathayom Suksa 6 of hilltribe students in the
second semester of the academic year1998. The data were collected by using questionnaire asking
students’ interest, and factors effecting students’ motivation on vocational track choices. Data
were analyzed in frequencies and percentages.

The results of this study were as follows:

They were mostly interested in the social and conventional works. The science works
were the least of their interests.

The factors effecting students” motivation toward vocational tracks were that their love,
need, and interests. Most students expressed that vocational knowledge could be used in daily life,
and gained the knowledge or made progress in their work easier later. Furthermore, they viewed
that vocational track occupation was the right and honorable one. Besides, to study in vocational
track required and used special skills. In addition, the most important factor effecting their

motivations toward vocational tracks was that they were to graduate as quickly as possible.
