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Abstract
The purposes of this research were to develop creative activities plans using

portfolio assessment for creatwe thinking of kmdergarﬁmrs and to study the development of
creatwe thinking of kmdergarttmrs taught through the creative activities plans that used
portfolio assessment. The instrumerits used in this study were : 1) The creative activities plans
that used portfolio assessment and 2) the Torrance test of creative thinking figural form A.
The population weretwenty-three kindergarten 2 students in the first semester of 1999 academic
year of Thongsawatviitayakan School affiliated to Mae Sariang District Prlmary Education, Mae
Hong Son Province. They were tested by the Torrance test of creative thinking figural form A.
Then the 24 plans of creative activities were provided with 6 weeks. After that , the subjects
were tested again by using the same test, The collected data were then analyzed by means
and t-test. |

The results of the study revealed as follows:

1. The constructed creative activities plans using portfolio assessment for
creative think_ing of kindergartners comprised 24 plans. After providing those plans it was
found that each plan was relevant to the students’ interests and enthusiasm and the
teaching activities promoted their creative thinking as well.

2. After the students were taught through the creative activities plans , their
post-test creative thinking scores wete higher than that of the pre-test at the statistically

significant level of .03.
