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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the results, processes of Engtish
instruction management and factors related to the results of English instruction
management in primary schools affiliated to the Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial
Primary Education. The samples of this study were 31 administrators, 93 Engiish
teachers, and 300 students in prathom suksa 1-3 of the academic year 1998
selected by using Simple Random Sampling at the 95 % of confidence level for
interviewing. The instruments were the interview schedules, observation forms and
English test. The data were analyzed by analytic induction, frequency and
percentage, percentage estimation and describing the information of facts. The
results could be concluded as follows:

1. Background Information

1.1 The majority of administrators were informed about the purposes of
English curricuium 1996.

1.2 Most of English teachers had gotten prathom suksa 1-3 English
course training, most of them didn’t graduate in English major or minor subject field,

and had one year experience of English teaching.



1.3 Most of in prathom 1-3 students had not studied English at home
and their parents were agricultures, employees and merchants, and they had good
attitude towards English subject.

2. The results of English instruction management

2.1 The schools can be classified in 6 groups according to their
student achievements, the 1% group were 16 schools that the prathom 1-3 students
did not passed the criterion, the 2™ group werre 4 schools that all of three grades
students passed the criterion, the 3 group were 3 schools that the prathom 1 and
2 students passed the criterion, the 4" group were 3 schools that the prathom 1 and
3 students passed the criterion, the 5" group were 4 schools that only prathom 1
students passed the criterion and the 6" group was 1 school that only prathom 3
student passed the criterion.

2.2 The problems about English instruction management were found
that they involve to teachers, teaching aids, students themselves, and the
supporting of parents and communities.

3. The processes of English instruction management

3.1 Most of the teachers have trained prior to teach English in their
classes.

3.2 All teachers used contents that corresponse to the purposes of
English curriculum 1996.

3.3 Almost English teachers used the teacher's handbooks and
curriculum manuals, most of them used the teaching aids such as tape recorders,
real things and picture cards. Concerning the activities, they used singing English
songs, describing the meaning of vocabularies and evaluated students leamning

outcome by observation, asking and correcting the exercises.



4, The factors related to the results of English instruction management in
primary schools, there were 5 factors as follows : increasing English knowiedges of
teachers, English instruction management, readiness of students, supporting of

administrators , parents and communities.
