Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct the curriculum of a training program in drug
addict prevention for vocational student. The study methodology divided into 3 steps and the results
were as follows.

The first step was to search the documents and related literature. The problem and
nescessity of prevention on drug addiction in vocational student was surveyed. This was
implemented at Northern Moobankru Teqhnology School by interviewing 10 teachers and 20
students, The results indicated that the problem of drug addiction was widespread and the most
important that needs to be remedied as the first priority.

The second step was to construct the curriculum based on the results from the first step. The
important components of the program were the problems and nescessity of the curriculum, general
and specific objectives and the units of training section, Each section consisted of behavioral
objectives, contents, activities, methods of training and evaluation.

The third step to administer this program to 19 Northern Moobankru Technology students
who were a trial group. The students spent two days and one night in a training camp. It was found
that student’s learning outcome passed the criterion. As for the opinions of the trainers and students
on the curriculum, it was found that the curriculum was rated from good to very good, except the
number of students and instructional media were rated at moderate level. Moreover, the time that was

use the training was rated at low level.
