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Abstract

guidance service in Chiang Mai Municipal Schools _for Education Opportunity
Expansion. Schools for population consisted 70 teachers. Data were Collected by
questionnaire and the analysis was done in term of percentage mean, and standard
deviation. The result was as follows.

Amang the five services, namely individual truntory, informatioﬁ, counsery,
placement and evaluation, there was high level of practice in the individual inventory
they had raliéd and reliable way of collecting data and use them for the benefit the
students. Guidance teacher had good humam rélative, knowledge of iﬁfonnation
dissemination, plannet their guidance -activities for all' year long. Their school
coordinate unther outside agencies to prbmote understanding adlut the characteristics
of student that bast teach of the study programs the schoql had follow-up program to
feedback the guidance and instructinal activist.

Regarding the problem these were quite a few teacher who were derectly

risponsible for the guidance Information and facilities were not adequate. There were



some problem occurring in the process -of condineting and seeking cooperation in
alonging Study tdne foe the student. There was also a problem when the school
wanted to in us once person to provide knowledge to the students.

The necessary services most guidance teacher agreed was that guidance
program should bé set for all year long. Next too this was that the administer
understood and sew the improtance of guidance service for the school and provided
enough budget he was also expected to mdbilize cooperation fun all teacher regarding
guidance the school shout have contimuous. Publice relation all teacher should have
knowledge and understanding about guidance the administer should have conet way
of manage guidance program and tries to coordinate with the parents and other

agencies for benfit of the school guidance program.
