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Abstract

This thesis examined working women’s relationships with other
household members and factors relation to such relationships.

The researcher, in data-gathering efforts, lived in the studied community
on an intermittent basis conducting both participatory and nonparticipatory
observations as well as structured and semi-structured interviews. Collected data
were subsequently checked and cross-checked, analyzed and descriptively
presented.

Findings were as follows:

Studied relationships had been found to drastically differ from earlier
times. Current social conditions aggregately accounted for the change. Community
and family occupational structure was greatly diversified and agriculture-related
occupations' value and importance considerably reduced. Women had more
opportunities to find outside employment. And the situation was inevitable because
every family member had to.help seek income.

Occupied with outside income-generating work, relationships among
family members inevitably became less and less intimate. They spent less time
together. Parents lacked proper child-readng knowledge and understanding about
the change taking place in their offspring. Economic pressure, brought about by

drastic social and contextual changes, generated family stress and strain. More



divorces resulted. Family members had more sexuat freedom. On the other hand,

men, i.e., husbands, engaged more in household work formerly almost totally a

burden of women.
