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Abstract

The first objective of this a study was to construct children's book writing
exercises and implement them in Prathom Suksa 6 class. The second objective
was to study the ability of Prathom Suksa 6 students in writing children's books.
The population was Prathom Suksa 6 students at the Wat Park Kong Community
School, Saraphi district, Chiang Mai province. The Statistical method used for data
analysis was comparing the average scores with set standard value. The findings
were as follows:

1. Ten sets of children's book writing exercises, and fifteen lesson plans
were developed. Implementation of those teaching meterials resulted in production
of fifteen children's books by the students.

2. The average ability of Prathom Suksa 6 students in writing children's
book was 80.20 percent which was higher than the set standard value at 75 percent.
