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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the attitude of students in lower
secondary level of Chiang Mai University demonstration school towards, studying
dramatic arts. The sample consisted of 226 students of Chiang Mai University
demonstration school enrolled in the first semester of the 2000 academic year using
the attitude test constructed by the author with 0.92 reliability level using Cronbach's
Alpha Coefficient. The test comprised of 3 aspects: content, teacher, and learning -
teaching activity. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, means, standard
deviation, t-test and one way anova. The results were as follows:

Atiitude towards learning dramatic arts in aspects relating to content, teacher,
and instructional activities were at good level. There was gender difference in
attitude concerning content at. 05 fevel of significance but none regarding the
teacher and instructional activities. Students in different grade did not differ in their

attitucde in any aspect.
