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Abstract

The purpose of the research was to study the performance problems of guidance teachers
during the second semester of the academic year 2000 in 14 Educational Opportunity Expansion
Schools under the office of Doi Saket District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The
population of the study was comprised of 76 guidance teachers. A rating scale questionnaire was used
to collect the data and has a Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient of 0.93. Frequency, percentage means, and
standard deviation were used for statistical analysis.

The findings were as follows :

1.Guidance teachers indicated that the performanced problems at ali five services were at
the moderate level. The five services reported were : Individual Inventory Service, Information
Service, Counseling Service, Placement Service and Foliow — up Service. |

2.Problems that most guidance teachers faced were related to : lack of guidance

personnel, time limitation, and students’ follow — up.
