Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct the Emotional Intelligence Tests for
Mathayom Suksa 1 Students. The tests were composed of 2 parts. 1) measurements of personal
competence in self- awareness, self — regulation and motivation; 2) social competence in empathy
and social skills. The samples of this research were Mathayom Suksa 1 students in Amphur
Muang, Chiang Mai Province. The samples were divided into three groups, 1916 students
altogether : 600 students used for finding the discrimination powers and construct validity,

40 students used for finding concurrent validity, and 1,276 students chosen by Stratified Random
Sampling, used for finding reliabitity and norm. The Emotional Intelligence Tests consisted of
54 items The first part was the measurement 34 iterns of personal competence, 23 items of self —
awareness in raiing scales, and 7 items of'the self-regulation and 4 items of motivation
oneself in a3 simational alternative form . The second part was the measurement 20 item of
social competence. 5 items of empathy and 15 items of social skills .The quality of the tests
are as follows :

There was face validity of the Emotional Intelligence Tests which were commented by
experts at the level of 0.6 up ward. The discrimation powers, which were tested by t-test, of the
Emotional Inteltigeuce Tests were statistically significant. There was construct validity of the

part one self —awareness by experts and self-regulation , motivation oneself and second part



of the Emotional Intelligence Tests by technique of factor analysis ., loading of each item was
more than .3. The concurrent validity which was tested by t-test of the Emotional Inteltigence
Tests  which were studied by known group Technique and the rank of score ranked by
themselves in classroom was statistically significant. There was retiability of the Emotional
intelligence Tests at 0.8524 , persona! competence at 0.7907 and social competence at 0.7956 by

the coefficient of alpha. The norms of the scales were performed by standard T-score,
