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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop local curriculum on “Pickled Tea
Leaves” for Prathom Suksa 5 students at Ban Pang Makat School, Wiang Pa Pao
District, Chiang Rai Province and to study the outcomes of the use of the curriculum.
The population studied were ten Prathom Suksa 5 students, studying in the second
semester, 2000 academic year, at Ban Pang Makat School. The instruments used in the
study consisted of (1) the lesson plans on “Pickled Tea Leaves” for 42 periods of
teaching or 16 hours (2) a 60-item post-test (3) the student’s work evaluation form,
and (4) The student’s opinionaire for students about the curriculum. The data from the
test were analyzed by computing percentage and comparing with the set criteria then
presented in the form of tables. The data from an opinionaire was summarized and
presented through descriptive explanation.

The findings were revealed as follows :

1. The lesson plans on “Pickled Tea Leaves” for Prathom Suksa 5 students
relevanced to Ban Pang Makat School and community consisted of 10 lesson plans for

42 periods of teaching or 16 hours.



2. Students’ score on the knowledge and skills was at the good level
(76.20%)
3. The students’ opinion about curriculuum were as follow :

3.1 The students’ opinton about the learning activities were : Knowledge
Could be used in their everyday lives. The learning activities were offered in various
styles and made students had fun. The developed medias and the expert in agriculture
help students gained more understanding in lessons. The assessment was fair because
of the teacher and the guest speakers were cooperated in evaluation processes.

3.2 The students’ opinion about their careers in the future were : After
learning through these lesson plans, they realized about the value of careers in producing
pickled tea leaves. They wanted to conserve and develop their careers by planning the
selling strategies and promoting these careers. They also wanted school to offer careers

instruction for community by the local wisdoms.
