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Abstract

The purpose of this experimental research, one group pretest-posttest design, was to
Study the effects of guidance activities on self-esteem relating to drug addiction of Mathayom
Suksa 1 Students at Hopra School, Mueang Chiang Mai District. The study group were 43
students, studying during the second semester of 2001 academic year. The guidance activity
plans of self-esteem relating to drug addiction had been performed to the group for five (5)
weeks.

The research instruments were eight (8) activity plans and a test which composed of two
(2) parts-adolescents’background information and a rating scale questionnaire test on self-esteem
relating to drug addiction. The researcher assigned the group to take the pretest and posttest
before and after the activity period. The background information were analyzed through uses of
frequency and percentage. For the scores of pretest and posttest, the data were calculated the
means and standard deviations, then compared the two means by using a method of Paired
Sample t-test.

The result of research was found that the posttest mean score was statistically

significant higher than that of the pretest mean score at the level of .01,
