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ABSTRACT

The purposes of research were to study relationship between child rearing practices,
peer’s behavior, media and aggressive behavior of jﬁrn'or high school students of Muang district
Chiang mai province and to find the efficient predictors.

The samples of the study were 700 junior high school students of Muang district
Chiang mai province. They were 350 males and 350 females.

The research outcome were as follows: _

1. Aggressive behavior of junior high school students of Muang district Chiang mai
province were positive correlated with permissive child rearing practice, Peers’ behavior to
students, true media, movie media, cartoon book media and computer game media were
correlated at .001 of significant respectively.

2. The efficient predictors were selected by ranking order from most to least predictors
of physically aggressive behavior (Y,) peers’ behavior to students (X)), true media (X,),
the permissive child rearing practice (X,) and movie media (X,). These four predictors were
efficient in predictability of physically aggressive behavior up to 47.60 percentage. The predictors

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The part of efficient predictors were selected by ranking order from most to least
predictors of wordy aggressive behavior (Y,) peers’ behavior to students (X,), true media (X,),
the democratic child rearing practice (X,) and the permissive child rearing practice (X,). These
four predictors were efficient in predictability of wordy aggressive behavior up to 42.90
percentage. The predictors equation in raw score was:
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
