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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to study the management for accident prevention
in physical education class and sports playing in schools under the General Education
Department Chiang Mai Province. Data were collected from 80 administrators and
instructors and 593 (of 22 schools) students sample through questionnaire and analyzed
to obtain arithmatic mean and percentage using computer program SPSS/PC+ for
Windows.

The findings of the study were as followed :

1. Policy and planning of accident prevention. The samplers agree that school
has provided health care of accident insurance in high level, while annual medical check
up program and the instruction signs for each sporis are not enough.

2. Management of preventing accident environment. The samplers agree with
an adequate of light in gymnasium and ventilation is also in good condition. Holes and
unusual thing in sport field cause accident. And there are few pictures or warming signs.

3. Participation in accident prevention management. Administrators and
instructors agree that students have much participation in managing environment in sport
field and gymnasium. While alumni have only little. Students agree that parents and

teacher have the most participation in managing safety environment.



4. Promotion of accident preventing skills. The samplers agree thaf there are
preventing in sport accident instruction in both health education and physical education
classes. They agree that bad attitude in course has only little effect in accident. They
also agree that the instruments with poor condition and low standard as well as the
inadequate of sport instruments cause accident oniy little.

2. Accident prevention and first—aids service of school first-aids room.
The samplers have opinion in the same way that first-aids rooms are in highly prompt to
give service, but medical check up before studying and playing sports in little.

6. Management of accident prevention. Administrators and instructors agree
that there are many problems such as persons to take responsibility in students, as well
as low interesting in accident prevention of students and the problems in training

students fo use sport instrument properly.
