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Abstract

This study aimed at studying instructional organization of Lamphun
municipal schools in accord with the learning reform guidelines focusing on the learner
centred approach suggested in the National Education Act B.E. 2542. Sixty teachers in
four Lamphun municipal schools, who were teaching in the first semester of the 2001
academic year, were asked to answer the questionnaires covering relevant issues
under investigation. Collected data were subsequently analyzed by using frequency,
percentage, average, and standard deviation. Analyzed and interpreted results were then
presented through tables and descriptions. The findings were as follows:

1. The preparation stage.

Most of the municipal teachers conducted their preparations prior to actual
classroom instruction. They also analyzed and developed the curriculum, analyzed
learners, planned the instruction, instructional media, as well as measurement and

evaluation methods.



2. The operation stage.

In the operation stage comprised six aspects : learning content: most of the
teachers used the content based on the principles in the high level. Learning process :
most of the teachers studied the learning theories and applied them for developing the
students’ thinking process at the highest level. Instructional process : most teachers
conducted at the high level and also applied the cooperative learning in their
instructional process. Learning environment and medias : most teachers conducted at
the high level. Classroom action research : most of them realized about the importance
of the research but rather few teachers conducted it. The school and community
cooperation : most of the teachers performed at the moderate level.

3. Measurement and evaluation stage. Most teachers followed the principle
stated in the learning reform guidelines, at the high level.

4. Teachers’ opinions conceming the learning reform. Not many teachers
showed their opinions. However, those opinions should be divided into 2 categories :

agree and undecided.
