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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the teaching behavior of
cutstanding Thai language teachers and the opinions of school administrators and
sludenis towards the teaching behavior of the target. The tools for data collection were
teaching behavior observatory form, structured interview, and opinionnaire created by
the researcher. The target of the study comprised of 13 outgtar'lding Thai language
leachers, 9 school administrators, and 400 students. The data were then categorized,
interpreted, and inter-linked. Results of the study were presented in analytic descriptive
format as following.

1. Qutstanding Thai language teachers were efficient in organizing
leamning, i.e. preparation of short-termed and leng-termed lesson plans with complete
components, clearly focused, and interrelated. The plans were reviewed and evaluated

by concerned persannel. Also, outstanding Thai language teachers used a variety of



teaching techniques and learning method?lﬂgy that are interesting, praclical, thus
encouraging and leading the students to ;jeveiap their own learning process. The
lessons were suitable for the lecture pariod and capacity of students.

Outstanding Thai language teachers had got the skills to apply
various visual aids and innovations that were suitable and advantageous. In terms of
assessment and evaluation of learing, outstanding Thai language teachers complied
with the curriculum guidelines, e.g. continuously assessing and evaluating the leaming
capability to the leaming objectives, curriculum contents, level of knowledge, students'
capacity, and giving students opporiunilies o participate in assessment and evaluation.

2. The school administrators and the students were highly satisfied with
the teaching behavior of oulstanding Thai language teachers dued to their ability to
teach efficiently and help develop school-working system. In addition, outstanding Thai

language teachers ook good care of students with love and great benevolence.
